January 28. to February 3.2001 in Germany

Invitation

We're pleased to invite DN-sailors in Europe and North America who are members of 
IDNIYRA to participate in the DN European Championships  and European Trophy 
races from Jan. 28. -  Feb. 3. 2001. 

Entry and Fees
North American IDNIYRA members:

Mail the enclosed form along with a valid certificate of personal liability 
insurance for a minimum of $300.000 US. Entry forms  with a postmark after 
Dec 20, 2000 will be counted as late entry with double fee.
Pay entry fees 60 EURO for Europeans and 40 EURO for European Trophy at 
check in. Entry fees are not refundable.

European IDNIYRA members:
Send the completed entry form to your national secretary 
Make sure you hold the IDNIYRA-Europe third party liability insurance.
Your national secretary will register the team by completing and mailing the 
entry list and entry forms to IDNIYRA Germany. He will also arrange transfer 
of entry and IDNIYRA fees to the bank account of IDNIYRA Germany .
Entry lists and fees arriving after December 20, 2000 will be counted as "late 
entry"  with double fee. Late entries are possible with double fee, if there  are 
free places. European participants not holding the IDNIYRA Europe third party 
liability insurance will not be accepted. Entry fees and IDNIYRA Europe annual 
fees are not refundable (except for not accepted entries).

Rules
All races will be sailed in compliance with the Official Specifications and actual 
Interpretations, Constitution and By-Laws of the IDNIYRA, sailing rules of the 
National Iceboat Authority and the sailing instructions provided at check-in. Refer to 
official bulletin board for additional information.

Schedule of Events
Final site selection will be made not later than 12.00h Friday 25. Jan. 
Regatta Check-in Saturday 27.Jan 14 - 20 h , Sunday 28.Jan 10 - 12 h and 14 - 16 h.
Opening ceremony Sunday  28.Jan.  17.00 h



The European Championship will start on Monday 29.Jan.  at 10.00 h.
If the minimum number of races have not been completed before sunset of the third 
day, racing will continue on the fourth day with every effort then being made to sail all 
the originally scheduled races. 

If the minimum number of races (3 in Gold Fleet) have not been completed before 
sunset of this 4th day, racing will continue on days 5, 6 and 7 till the minimum 
number of races is completed, or in view of weather and/or icecondition the regatta is 
abandoned by the Race Committee.  The European Trophy races starts after the 
European Championships are completed. The same rules and procedures as for 
Europeans.

Races, Scoring and Procedures
-According to IDNIYRA By-Laws/IDNIYRA regatta and sailing instructions -

The maximum number of participants will be limited to 200. Each  European country - 
member of IDNIYRA Europe - can  nominate 4 sailors who are not or at a low place 
in the intern. ranking list.If a European country will nominate  less or no fixstarters 
these  free places will go back into the pool of the rankinglist places. About  140 
participants will be elected by the internat. ranking list.If the entries  exceeds 200 by 
Dec. 21th, the position in the international rankinglist will decide about the entry.
Free places - cancellation , illnes of accepted participants  - will be distributed by 
lottery if the number of aspirants will be greater than the number of free places.These 
places are late entry places with double fee.  
The international ranking list will be used for fleet assignment. 
3 qualification races. 
7 races scheduled for each fleet. Min 3 races in Gold fleet required for completed 
event. With 5 races in a fleet the worst result will be disregarded.

Sponsoring
1. If the german organisation team will have a contract with a mainsponsor each 
participant is obliged to sail with advertisements on  the hull, if the sponsor wants to 
have  this.

Measurement procedure
1. Controlling of the measurement -marking of max. 9 runners will be obligatory for all 
participants before the first race. If a participant wants to sign less runners,  the 
remaining measurement marks must be given back to the committee.
2. Other measurement controlling will be held immediately after each race . The first 
3 boats plus two boats which will be determined by lot before the start, must  go to 
the measurement zone directly after finishing the race.

Mini Qualification Race Procedure
Gold Fleet            38 + 12
Silve Fleet            50 + 12 - 12
Bronze Fleet         50 + 12 - 12
Aluminum Fleet     62 - 12

Max fleet size in qualification races 62. In all other races 50.

North American participants are required to enclose a valid proof of liability insurance 
coverage for a minimum of $300.000US with the entry form.
